The start of this term saw our college
engage in the four-year strategic review

process, which has been a very positive

experience. We heard from students,
staff, parents, school council and the
community, about the many great
things our school has to offer. Positive
connections with teachers rated very
highly, as did the vast array of
opportunities students can access both
within and out of the school.

Of course,
to continue to improve what we do. Key
areas include bringing a greater
consistency to our practice between
classrooms, and empowering students
to be owners of their own learning. To
this end, there will be a number of
improvements to our college from 2018.

From next year, we will establish a

strong
whereby all staff are attached to a team,
and where the team work alongside the
cohort of students to achieve the best
possible outcomes. We believe this will
provide a more holistic approach to
supporting our students, buildi ng from
our current Year Level Coordinator

model. Each team will have a Team
Leader and an Assistant Team Leader to

support the staff and students. We
intend for students to play an integral

role in the Year Level Teams, as we look

for students to have a greater say in
their learning and the culture of their
year level.

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We are also movingto a 5-session per
day timetable, where students will
have lessons of 60 minutes. In
addition, the current9-mi nut e
class (form group) will be removed
from each morning, but will be
replaced with one whole 60 minute
session. The role of this session is to
provide pastoral care to our students,
as well as allowing them to build
learning strategies and reflect on their
progress through a structured
program.

Summary

At the October School Council meeting, Adam
summarised the Peer Review process that has been
undertaken at school during the last few months. This
outlined some of the great work being done at Maffra
Secondary College, as well as some areas for
improvement. Notably, it was identified that teachers
are friendly and have strong curriculum knowledge,
and that students have many opportunities to
participate in a range of activities both in and outside
of the school. An area for future focus is to strengthen
the feeling of student-teacher partnership, with an
emphasis on high expectations for student learning.
On another note, next year there are approximately
128 Year 7s enrolled, which is an increase of over 30
students, and a testament to the great things
happening at Maffra Secondary.
